Omne trinum est perfectum’

L-am invitat pe Alec Bartos, in calitate de mem-
bru al AS.IT.AF. (Societatea Italiana de Astrofilatelie)
sa participe cu colectia sa la expozitia de astrofilate-
lie organizata de noi la Torino (Nordul Italiei) in ca-
drul Evenimentului Gagarin.

Expozitia a fost cel mai amplu eveniment astro-
filatelic organizat vreodata in Italia, ce a prezentat
pe durata a trei zile 18 colectii, aniversare la care
au luat parte trei astronauti si cosmonauti din
Rusia, SUA si Italia.

Ca sa fiu sincer, cadnd Alec mi-a spus titlul lui So-
viet’s international manned spaceflights am fost un
pic surprins. In ciuda aparentelor, acesta nu e un su-
biect usor: domeniul e destul de vast, cu multe cap-
cane. Am cerut o scanare. Transmiterea a insemnat
o limitare tehnica serioasa pentru o asa de mare
colectie, iar in acele zile Alec a fost coplesit de
activitatile pentru finalizarea proiectului sau pentru
Posta Romana.

Scanarea a ajuns cu o zi mai inainte de sosirea
efectiva a colectiei, si a fost de ajuns pentru a avea
o prima idee despre colectie, dar nu pentru a eva-
lua detaliile.

Cand, Tn sfarsit, in zilele urmatoare am vazut
colectia lui Alec, mi-a placut, atat pentru importanta
filatelica a subiectului incitant cat si pentru tratarea
originala si echilibrata.

Pentru ca aceasta colectie trebuia sa fie expusa
peste cateva saptamani la expozitia competitiva VE-
NEZIA 2011, unde urma sa fie evaluata conform
reglementarilor FIP (http://www.astrophil.ucoz.ru/
documents/Astro-Srev.pdf), Alec mi-a cerut parerea
asupra ei.

Dupa o trecere rapida prin exponat am putut sa
apreciez ca acesta cuprindea piese frumoase si valo-
roase, bine organizate si sustinute de un studiu serios,

| had invited Alec Bartos, as a member of AS.IT.AF.
(Italian Astrophilately Society) to participate with his
coliection in the astrophilatelic exhibition organized
by us in Turin (North Italy) in the frame of the Gaga-
rin Event.

The exhibition was the largest ever astrophilatelic
show in Italy, presenting 18 collection, during the 3-
days commemoration in which three astronauts and
cosmonauts took part from Russia, USA and Italy,

To be honest, when Alec communicated me its
title Soviet’s international manned spaceflights, |
was a bit perplexed. In spite of appearances, this is
not an easy subject: quite wide in scope, with many
pitfalls.

| asked for a scan. Transmission was a serious
technical limitation for this quite large collection,
and in those days Alec was over helmed by his ac-
tivities for the finalization of his project for Roma-
nian Post.

The scan arrived one day before the actual arrival
of the collection, and it was enough to have a raw
idea of the collection, but not to evaluate details.

When the following day, | finally saw the Alec’s
collection, | liked it, both because of the philatelic
importance of the challenging subject and because
of the original and well balanced treatment.

Since the collection had then to be exhibited in
the competitive exhibition at VENEZIA 2011 a couple
of weeks later, and it would be evaluated according
to the FIP rules (http://www.astrophil.ucoz.ru/docu-
ments/Astro-Srev.pdf), Alec asked my opinion on it.

After quickly going through the exhibit, | could
appreciate that it was grouping nice and valuable
items, well organised and supported by a solid study,
the presentation demonstrated a good technical and
historical knowledge of the programs. The descrip-

tion also provided

De vreme ce materialele non-postale nu sunt per-
mise ntr-un exponat astrofilatelic atunci un docu-
ment istoric interesant ar fi mai bine sa fie scos in
evidenta. Surprinzator, o saptamana mai tarziu Alec
a sosit la Venetia cu un exponat complet schimbat.

Toate panourile au fost intre timp refacute cu
grija si toate detaliile au fost puse in ordine. Aceasta
a presupus revizuirea si reprintarea a jumatate din
cele 96 de pagini.

Cunoscand efortul din spatele acestei prezentari,
intr-o perioada in care proiectul solicitant referitor
la timbrele Gagarin/Prunariu fi lasa putin timp liber
lui Alec Bartos, am fost foarte fericit cand, in timp ce
eram in juriu ca ,membru de juriu junior” pentru as-
trofilatelie, I-am auzit pe Presedintele juriului
anuntand oficial ca acest exponat ,,a demonstrat o
competenta familiaritate cu aspectul istoric al pro-
gramelor si cunostinte filatelice despre emisiunile so-
vietice, sprijinite pe studii profunde bazate pe o
bibliografie adecvata” si de aceea a fost premiat cu
medalia de Aur, 88 de puncte*** dintr-o suta, insotit
fiind si de felicitarile juriului.

Aceasta a determinat ca exponatul sa devina pe
merit ,Cel mai bun“ in clasa de astrofilatelie. Trei
inalte premii intr-unul: omne trinum est perfectum
(totul in trei e perfect)!

showing varieties of forgeries used in different
places and times.

| suggested however to take care of few minor
details in the captions accompanying the items and,
for example, to distinguish between ,covers” and
»postal stationeries”, and to focus the attention on
historical/technical and philatelic aspects, without
stressing details which would not add astrophilatelic
value, like the signatures on the covers.

Since non-postal materials are not allowed in an
astrophilatelic exhibit one interesting historical do-
cument would be better removed.

Surprisingly, one week later Alec arrived in Venice
with a completely renovated exhibit.

All the frames had been meanwhile carefully re-
worked and all the details had been tidied up. This
had entailed revising and reprinting half of the 96
pages.

Knowing the effort behind this presentation, in a
period in which the demanding project of the Gaga-
rin/Prunariu stamps left Alec Bartos with very few
spare time, | was very happy when, while sitting in
the Jury panel as “junior juror” for astrophilately, |
heard the panel President officially announce that
this exhibit had ,,demonstrated a good familiarity
with the historical aspect of the programs and a phi-
latelic knowledge on Sovietic issues, supported by in
depth studies based on an appropriate bibliography”
and was therefore awarded with the Gold medal,
with the score 88 points*** of 100 points and the
additional congratulation of the jury for the know-
ledge and research.

This led the exhibit to deservedly become the
Best in Class in astrophilately. Three high awards in
one: omne trinum est perfectum (everything in three
